Ambulation’s
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The North East Corner
As far back as we can go in the story of mankind, the laying of a Cornerstone has been a happy event. It has always 
been celebrated with solemn and joyous rites. How much more, then, should it be so when a man takes the first step 
out of Darkness toward the Light, and begins the adventure of a new life! More important by far then Temple or 
Cathedral is the building of a moral character and a spiritual personality. Stones will crumble and Temples fall under 
the attrition of time, but moral qualities and spiritual endure.

Lets now consider the symbol connected with an important ceremony in the ritual of the first degree of Masonry, which 
refers to the north-east corner of the lodge. In this ceremony the candidate becomes the representative of a spiritual 
corner-stone.

By Operative masons, the Cornerstone is considered to be the most important stone in a building or structure.  And 
while it is laid with some ceremony; its importance lies in the cornerstones ability to ensure the construction of the 
building is stayed true to design and plan.  The various properties that are necessary to constitute a true corner-stone,--
its firmness and durability, its perfect form, and its peculiar position as the connecting link between the walls are 
similar to how its used as part of the symbolism in Freemasonry, that reinforce the lessons of morality and truth.

The difference between operative and speculative Masonry is simple.  The operative engages in the finite construction 
of a building, using simple as well as valuable material.   The Speculative however invest his time in the continual 
construction of a different building, that building is the SELF. The Speculative Mason labors from his very first 
admission into masonry until the 
remainder of his life, because the temple of the SELF is 
never complete as we meet challenges each day.  The 
Speculative rises to these challenges everyday through the 
guidance and goodness of those around him, but more 
importantly in the confidence of guidance he places
in T G A O T U.

The initiate, when first coming into the lodge is seated in
the North East Corner as this is the place he is to LEARN, 
and to take what he learns to create himself to be a 
cornerstone of his own spiritual building.  The corner stone of a building must be perfectly square on its surfaces.  
Unless the cornerstones sides are true to form and size, the walls that will be erected from it will deviate, thus taking 
away the strength and proportion of what is being built.

A cornerstone has six sides, and each must be perfect and equal to its border (or neighbor). This creates a cube of 
which it too holds symbolic meaning.



The square is an emblem of morality, or  the strict performance of every duty.
Perfection.  And the term heard often being the " square man” or “square of posture”----
identifies a man of unsullied integrity… who has withstood tests of justice and integrity 
and therefore has a “squareposture”

The cube, has been used to symbolize truth. The Greeks used the symbol of a Cube to 
Identify Hermes – as from the Emerald tablet of Hermes which says:   “Truth! Certainty! 
That in which there is no doubt!”

Therefore the ceremony of the north-east corner, since it derives value from the 
symbolism associated with the corner-stone, is intended to portray the necessity of
integrity, of truthfulness and the uprightness of character that the candidate is 
charged to maintain.   

But why start out in the North East Corner???

The east,as the source of material light, is a symbol, which professes to contain the 
light of truth.  Much asin the natural world the sun raises in the east, bring light and 
warmth to the world andallows us to survive.  Without such light our world is in 
darkness and our lives are in danger.  It is with the hope of the Morning light that we 
look forward to the new day.   Moral Darkness versus Enlightenment.

The North is the point on the horizon, which at its meridian height, is furthest from 
the sun and has beenmetaphorically identified as the place of darkness, and symbolic 
of the profane world, which has yet to be enlightened by the Masonic light. You may 
also note that no symbolic light is allowed to illumine the northern part of the lodge.

Now we have our poor initiate sitting between the EAST (enlightenment) and the 
NORTH (the Profane world).    Lets take a moment and look at our Initiate….the poor 
brother has just emerged from darkness and the profane world.   Obviously he still 
has some imperfections… but the good thing is that he is striving to attain light for that 
is what he said he seeks…. And that pathway is to the EAST.   So our dear initiate is 
caught in the middle and he is an apprentice ---- still with some of the ignorance 
associated with the profane world and with some of the light already beaming on him. 
One surface of the “the cornerstone” facing East, and one still facing North

But through the help of his brethren, but more-so by the decisions he makes himself 
as an individual in motion, will he either continue to the light or return to the other.  
He, as a corner-stone, has been well placed. He stand as the future of our lodge, but 
even more important he stands as a cornerstone, which if perfect will last beyond all 
parts a physical building and will be llonger remembered then any inscription on a 
marble or granite memorial

That by brethren, is my view of the symbol of the NE Corner and the importance of 
every brother who is a cornerstone to our lodge and of freemasonry.
